
REGULAR MEETING OF THE MISHAWAKA 
BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS AND SAFETY/UTILITY BOARD 

July 14, 2020 
 

 
The regular meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety/Utility Board was called to 
order by President Ken Prince at 10:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers.  All members were 
present.  Mr. Watson moved to dispense with the reading of the minutes of July 7, 2020, 
and accept them as circulated. 
 
Bid Openings: 
There were no bid openings. 
 
Mayor’s Comments: 
Mayor Wood announced a brief staff meeting would follow today’s Board meeting.  
 
Department Head Reports: 
Police Chief Ken Witkowski requested the Board approve the promotion of Captain Bryan 
Fox to the rank of Uniform Division Chief to be effective retroactively to July 13, 2020.  Mr. 
Watson moved to approve as presented.  Ms. Miller seconded; motion carried.   
 
Parks Department Superintendent Phil Blasko submitted a request to prune one tree in the 
tree lawn at 713 W. Broadway, and remove one tree and stump in the tree lawn at 621 
Gernhart Avenue.  The trees have been analyzed and recommended for pruning and 
removal by the Park Department Landscaper.  Ms. Miller moved to approve as presented.  
Mr. Watson seconded; motion carried. 
 
City Engineer/Director Chris Jamrose requested the Board approve plans for construction of 
public infrastructure for sanitary sewer and water for Shepherds Cove Section V.  Mr. 
Watson moved to approve as presented.  Ms. Miller seconded; motion carried.   
 
Ms. Jamrose requested the Board accept Certificate of Substantial Completion from C&E 
Excavating for Douglas Road Improvements Phase II.  Ms. Miller moved to approve as 
presented.   Mr. Watson seconded; motion carried.   
 
City Planner Ken Prince presented a Professional Services Agreement with DLZ for design 
services for Riverwalk Extension – Race to Cedar for the not-to-exceed amount of 
$370,205.00, and moved for its approval.  Mr. Watson seconded; motion carried.   
 
Mr. Prince requested the Board authorize the receipt of proposals for Construction Manager 
as Constructor (CMc) Services for City of Mishawaka City Hall at 100 Lincolnway West to be 
opened August 4, 2020, and moved for its approval.  Ms. Miller seconded; motion carried.   
 
Mr. Prince presented Supplemental Agreement #1 with Alliance Architects for design 
services for remodeling 100 Lincolnway West for use as a City facility for multiple offices, for 
an increase of $50,000.00 for a new not-to-exceed amount of $133,600.00, and moved for 
its approval.  Mr. Watson seconded; motion carried.   
 
Mr. Prince presented a Professional Services Agreement with TecServ for technical services 
regarding USEPA proposal to delist the Douglas Road Landfill from NPL Superfund Funding 
List for the not-to-exceed amount of $3,750.00, and moved for its approval.  Ms. Miller 
seconded; motion carried.   
 



Approval of Claims: 
City Controller Rebecca Miller presented twenty-one (21) claims dockets in the amount of 
$6,309,641.30, and moved for their approval.  Mr. Watson seconded; motion carried. 
 
New Business: 
Mr. Watson moved to approve Riverfront Development Project Area Liquor License Eligibility 
for Aspen Creek Operating Company dba Aspen Tap House, 4340 N. Main Street.  Ms. Miller 
seconded; motion carried.
